It is impossible for Mrs. Hall to do it completely by herself if 
she is to accomplish getting 150+marchers on the field and ready for the first 
performance by Friday morning, September 3rd!  The Patrons are there to help with just 
about anything that comes up--sick kids, hurt kids, trash collection, lunch clean-up and 
supervision that comes with all those kids!
