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Band Patrons Contribution and Summary of Fees

Patrons Contribution

The WTW Band Patrons are the booster organization that supports the band logistically and financially. We are
requesting that all families make a $100 donation per student to the Band Patrons. While this is not a
requirement, but will greatly enhance the quality of experience for your student. FCPS Course Fee money
cannot be used for the purchase of instruments or for paying clinicians. The DC Metro area has a wealth of
world-class musicians — the highest concentration of professional band musicians in the world because of the
DC Military Bands. Engaging these musicians to work in small groups with our students is an invaluable

resource.

A donation of $100 per family creates a pool of money that can be earmarked for expenditure on the valuable
and essential resources that FCPS Course Fee money cannot be used for. For those families who are able,
donations of any amount are encouraged. The Band Patrons are a 501c3 organization and all donations are
tax deductible to the extent allowed by law.

FCPS and The W.T. Woodson Band Program will not charge students a fee for any mandatory aspect of the W.T. Woodson
Band program except for musical instrument and course material fees which are permitted by the Virginia Department of
Education regulations. Schools or Booster organizations cannot require a student to pay fees for course materials in
excess of the amount approved by the FCPS School Board in Notice 5922.

The following is a description of the W.T. Woodson High School Band course material fees and FCPS-sponsored optional
activity fees for participation in the music program for the upcoming season.

FCPS Sponsored Activity Fees

This is a fee that students are expected to pay if they choose to participate in any activities/trips associated with the
W.T. Woodson Band Program. This fee is determined and assessed based on the estimated cost of the trip/activity —

including such costs as transportation, accommodation, registration, food, and other miscellaneous expenses.
Examples include Marching Band Pre-Season, Indoor Guard, Percussion Ensemble and the Spring Band Trip. Students
who do not pay the fees associated with a trip/activity will be ineligible to perform/participate in the trip/activity.

Marching Band Accessories: Certain uniform accessory items have to be purchased separately by the students as
needed. Examples of these items include marching shoes, socks, etc.

Concert Uniform Accessories: Certain uniform accessory items have to be purchased separately by the students as
needed. The following items are provided: boys: tux pants, tux jacket, bow tie and cummerbund. Girls: concert dress.
Students are responsible for purchasing and maintaining their white tux shirt (boys), and black dress shoes (boys and
girls). Payment for these accessories will be due on the Uniform Fitting Day in August.

Optional Individual Performance Events: There are opportunities throughout the school year for individual students to
choose to audition and/or participate in other bands. These auditions are optional for students. Examples include the
All-District or All-State Band and the Solo and Ensemble Festival. Audition or participation fees are assessed for these
opportunities by the sponsoring organization. The W.T. Woodson Band does not establish such fees, but the W.T.
Woodson Band often assists in the collection of these fees from individuals who elect to participate and the submission
of one group payment to the respective sponsoring organization. These fees are communicated at the time other
information about these opportunities is communicated.

PARENT INFORMATION ABOUT MEDICATION PROCEDURES

Medications should be taken at home whenever possible so that the student will not lose valuable classroom time or have a
shortened lunch period. Any medication taken in school or SACC must have a parent or guardian-signed authorization; some
medications also require physician orders. Medication must be kept in the school health room or other school-approved
location during the school day. The parent or guardian must transport medications to and from school, except a high
school student may carry an over-the-counter medication to and from the school health room.

No medication will be accepted by school or SACC personnel without receipt of completed and appropriate
medication forms.

A physician may use office stationery or a prescription pad in lieu of completing part II. Include the following
information written in lay language with no abbreviations:

- Name of student

- Date of birth

- Reason for medication or diagnosis

- Name of medication

- Exact dosage to be taken in school, (e.g. milligrams per tablet, milligrams per ml/cc) as applicable

- Time to take medication and frequency or exact time interval dosage is to be administered

- Sequence in which the medications should be taken in cases where more than one medication is prescribed

- If medication is given on an as-needed basis, specify the exact conditions or symptoms when medication
is to be taken and the time at which it may be given again. (“Repeat as necessary” is unacceptable.)

- Duration of medication order or effective dates

- Physician's signature

- Date

All prescription medications, including physician's prescription drug samples, must be in their original containers and
labeled by a physician or pharmacist. An over-the-counter medication must be in the original container with the name of the
medication visible. The parent or guardian must label the original container with the following:

- Name of student
- Exact dosage to be taken in school (e.g. milligrams per tablet, milligrams per ml/cc)
- Frequency or time interval dosage is to be administered

The first dose of any new medication must be given at home.

The parent or guardian is responsible for submitting a new form to the school and to SACC at the start of the school
year and each time there is a change in the dosage or in the time at which medication is to be taken.

Medication kept in the school will be stored in a locked area accessible only to authorized personnel.

Within one week after expiration of the effective date on the physician order, or on the last day of school, the parent or
guardian must personally collect any unused portion of the medication. Medications not claimed within that period will be
destroyed.

The student is to come to the school health room, or to a predetermined location, at the prescribed time to receive
medication. Parents should develop a plan with the student to ensure that the student goes to the school health room at the
appropriate time. Medication can be given no more than one half hour before or after the prescribed time.

The Fairfax County Health Department, Fairfax County Public Schools, and Fairfax County School Age Child Care do not
assume responsibility for authorized medication taken independently by the student.

In no case may any health, school, or SACC staff member administer any medication outside the framework of the
procedures outlined here and/or in FCPS regulations.

Uniform Expectations & Agreement

W.T. Woodson High School band uses two different uniforms during the year, the marching uniform and the
concert uniform. Uniforms are fitted for ALL students on Uniform Fitting Day (Aug. 18, 2018). All students
are required to attend this fitting. Fall Performance Assignment students must wear the marching uniform for
Tag Day.

Marching uniform. The Band provides the bib pants, jacket, cape, gauntlets, hats and gloves. Students are
required to purchase marching shoes through the band. Students will be prepared to check out their uniform
when they present themselves with a white plain crew neck t-shirt (may be substituted with earned band
shirt), solid black socks (no markings and at least half calf high) and their shined marching shoes. Students
may not wear any jewelry while in their marching uniform. Hair must be neat and short or tucked into hat
using a black hair cap and black hair bands and pins. All nail polish must be removed.

Concert uniform. Men are issued a tuxedo jacket and pants set and will purchase a tuxedo shirt,
cummerbund and bow tie. Returning members may use their current tux shirt if it is in good condition and
fits well. Ladies will be issued a dress and will purchase concert shoes and a strand of pearls. Returning
members may use their current shoes/ pearls if they are in good condition and fit well.

Concert uniforms are to be stored carefully at home. Keep all uniform parts together and hung NEATLY in
the band-issued garment bag. Shoes and socks should be placed in the back zip pocket, not in the bottom of
the bag. (During marching band season, mens shoes should be stored in the shoebox.) Pants should be hung
first with creases aligned and the jacket on top. Shirts may be kept on a separate wire hanger or carefully hung
under tux jacket. Dresses should be completely zipped in order to remain secure on the hanger. Please DO
NOT place shoeboxes or other items in the garment bag. Prior to all concert band trips and occasional special
events, all garment bags will be checked for proper care of uniform and missing parts.

Unless prior instruction has been issued by the director, all students are required to arrive for each concert
performance dressed neatly in their entire uniform, ready to perform, including solid BLACK dress socks for
men and BLACK trouser socks for ladies. Hair should be neat in appearance. Ladies hair is to be secured
away from the face into a ponytail, single braid or bun. Only clear nail polish and stud earrings are allowed.
Tuxedo shirts should be laundered after each performance and dresses as needed.

After the final concert of the year uniforms will be returned, hung neatly in the garment bag and checked for
missing parts. Tuxedo shirts and shoes should be taken home with the student.

All marchers: Marching shoes (Men use these for concert)
Socks or trouser socks

Men only: Tuxedo shirt, Cummerbund and bow tie
Ladies only: concert shoes, pearls

While this is not a
requirement, but will greatly enhance the quality of experience for your student. FCPS Course Fee money
cannot be used for the purchase of instruments or for paying clinicians. The DC Metro area has a wealth of
world-class musicians — the highest concentration of professional band musicians in the world because of the
DC Military Bands. Engaging these musicians to work in small groups with our students is an invaluable

resource.

A donation of $100 per family creates a pool of money that can be earmarked for expenditure on the valuable
and essential resources that FCPS Course Fee money cannot be used for. For those families who are able,
donations of any amount are encouraged. The Band Patrons are a 501c3 organization and all donations are
tax deductible to the extent allowed by law.

W.T. WOODSON FALL PERFORMANCE ASSIGNMENT
REGULATIONS AND FORMS

According to the Fairfax County Music Program of Studies and Woodson’s Course Description
guide, Marching Band is an integral part of the Advanced and Intermediate band course
requirements. At W.T. Woodson High School, students in Concert Band choosing not to participate
in the Marching Cavaliers must perform a series of pieces to replace the hours of performance and
practice that encompasses participation in the Marching Cavaliers.

The purpose of the Fall Performance Assignment is to allow students serious about music to
continue their musical studies and still pursue their other activities without having to reasonably give
up one for the other. With the Fall Performance Assignment you will still be expected to participate
in the following band events during the marching season:

0 July 4™ parade (if not away on vacation)

0 Uniform Day (Saturday, Aug. 19, 9am-12pm)
0 Tag Day

0 Fruit Sale

Because the first quarter grade is based on performance in the Marching Cavaliers,
students requesting this assignment must perform the following material in order to earn
a first quarter grade*:

0 All 12 Major Scales and Arpeggios

0 Chromatic Scale (full range)

0 Solo work(s) or Etudes (grade appropriate and from 6-10 min in length ) to be approved by
the private teacher and band director

Percussionists are required to play both snare (rudiments and a solo) and Mallets (scales and a solo).

If your student is requesting this assignment, he/she must turn in to the band director, a list of works
he/she will be preparing during the first quarter by September 30t.

The works performed must be from VBODA graded repertoire for the instrument (not pop literature
or band parts) and should be appropriate for the student’s current ability level. Students must
understand that these works must be prepared on their own or with a private instructor during the
fall. Consult www.vboda.org for the current approved Music List.

You must complete two forms before being approved for the exemption:

GRADE RUBRIC for Fall Performance Assignment

. A superior interpretation and performance, technically and musically. The
performance demonstrates the student is able to meet all the technical demands of
the music with precision and no aural evidence of strain: the musicality of the
performance demonstrates an acute awareness of the composer’s intent and desire. It
is, to all appearances, free of technical errors and shows much attention to the
music’s expressive features.

. An excellent interpretation and performance. The musical requirements are met with
integrity in meeting the composer’s intent, desires and instructions. It is an authentic
reading, marred by noticeable technical errors and intonation defects. Performance
lacks some polish and finesse.

. A good interpretation and performance. The performer is unable to execute all of the
technical demands of the music with precision and accuracy and does not
demonstrate an awareness of the musical demands required for an outstanding
performance. A large number of technical errors, obvious problems with intonation,
rhythmic inaccuracies, and a lack of dynamic contrast mar the performance.

. A performance, which approximates the technical and musical requirements of the
music but is seriously lacking in its rendition. The performance is consistently weak
and filled with technical errors and intonation problems. The performer shows
weaknesses in fundamentals of embouchure, tone production, rhythms, and
articulation, and is not prepared to meet the technical or musical demands of the
music.

. A performance, which is unacceptable technically or musically. It demonstrates a
lack of technical proficiency and musical understanding. The quality of the
performance shows careless and bad playing habits, evidence of poor training and
preparation.

FCPS and The W.T. Woodson Band Program will not charge students a fee for any mandatory aspect of the W.T. Woodson
Band program except for musical instrument and course material fees which are permitted by the Virginia Department of
Education regulations. Schools or Booster organizations cannot require a student to pay fees for course materials in
excess of the amount approved by the FCPS School Board in Notice 5922.

The following is a description of the W.T. Woodson High School Band course material fees and FCPS-sponsored optional
activity fees for participation in the music program for the upcoming season.

FCPS Sponsored Activity Fees

This is a fee that students are expected to pay if they choose to participate in any activities/trips associated with the
W.T. Woodson Band Program.

Marching Band Accessories: Certain uniform accessory items have to be purchased separately by the students as
needed. Examples of these items include marching shoes, socks, etc.

Concert Uniform Accessories: Certain uniform accessory items have to be purchased separately by the students as
needed. The following items are provided: boys: tux pants, tux jacket, bow tie and cummerbund. Girls: concert dress.
Students are responsible for purchasing and maintaining their white tux shirt (boys), and black dress shoes (boys and
girls). Payment for these accessories will be due on the Uniform Fitting Day in August.

Optional Individual Performance Events: There are opportunities throughout the school year for individual students to
choose to audition and/or participate in other bands. These auditions are optional for students. Examples include the
All-District or All-State Band and the Solo and Ensemble Festival. Audition or participation fees are assessed for these
opportunities by the sponsoring organization. The W.T. Woodson Band does not establish such fees, but the W.T.
Woodson Band often assists in the collection of these fees from individuals who elect to participate and the submission
of one group payment to the respective sponsoring organization. These fees are communicated at the time other
information about these opportunities is communicated.

PARENT INFORMATION ABOUT MEDICATION PROCEDURES

Medications should be taken at home whenever possible so that the student will not lose valuable classroom time or have a
shortened lunch period. Any medication taken in school or SACC must have a parent or guardian-signed authorization; some
medications also require physician orders. Medication must be kept in the school health room or other school-approved
location during the school day. The parent or guardian must transport medications to and from school, except a high
school student may carry an over-the-counter medication to and from the school health room.

No medication will be accepted by school or SACC personnel without receipt of completed and appropriate
medication forms.

A physician may use office stationery or a prescription pad in lieu of completing part II. Include the following
information written in lay language with no abbreviations:

- Name of student

- Date of birth

- Reason for medication or diagnosis

- Name of medication

- Exact dosage to be taken in school, (e.g. milligrams per tablet, milligrams per ml/cc) as applicable

- Time to take medication and frequency or exact time interval dosage is to be administered

- Sequence in which the medications should be taken in cases where more than one medication is prescribed

- If medication is given on an as-needed basis, specify the exact conditions or symptoms when medication
is to be taken and the time at which it may be given again. (“Repeat as necessary” is unacceptable.)

- Physician's signature

- Date

All prescription medications, including physician's prescription drug samples, must be in their original containers and
labeled by a physician or pharmacist. An over-the-counter medication must be in the original container with the name of the
medication visible. The parent or guardian must label the original container with the following:

- Name of student
- Exact dosage to be taken in school (e.g. milligrams per tablet, milligrams per ml/cc)
- Frequency or time interval dosage is to be administered

The first dose of any new medication must be given at home.

The parent or guardian is responsible for submitting a new form to the school and to SACC at the start of the school
year and each time there is a change in the dosage or in the time at which medication is to be taken.

Medication kept in the school will be stored in a locked area accessible only to authorized personnel.

Within one week after expiration of the effective date on the physician order, or on the last day of school, the parent or
guardian must personally collect any unused portion of the medication. Medications not claimed within that period will be
destroyed.

The student is to come to the school health room, or to a predetermined location, at the prescribed time to receive
medication. Parents should develop a plan with the student to ensure that the student goes to the school health room at the
appropriate time. Medication can be given no more than one half hour before or after the prescribed time.

The Fairfax County Health Department, Fairfax County Public Schools, and Fairfax County School Age Child Care do not
assume responsibility for authorized medication taken independently by the student.

In no case may any health, school, or SACC staff member administer any medication outside the framework of the
procedures outlined here and/or in FCPS regulations.

Uniform Expectations & Agreement

W.T. Woodson High School band uses two different uniforms during the year, the marching uniform and the
concert uniform. Uniforms are fitted for ALL students on Uniform Fitting Day (Aug. 18, 2018). All students
are required to attend this fitting. Fall Performance Assignment students must wear the marching uniform for
Tag Day.

Marching uniform. The Band provides the bib pants, jacket, cape, gauntlets, hats and gloves. Students are
required to purchase marching shoes through the band. Students will be prepared to check out their uniform
when they present themselves with a white plain crew neck t-shirt (may be substituted with earned band
shirt), solid black socks (no markings and at least half calf high) and their shined marching shoes. Students
may not wear any jewelry while in their marching uniform. Hair must be neat and short or tucked into hat
using a black hair cap and black hair bands and pins. All nail polish must be removed.

Concert uniform. Men are issued a tuxedo jacket and pants set and will purchase a tuxedo shirt,
cummerbund and bow tie. Returning members may use their current tux shirt if it is in good condition and
fits well. Ladies will be issued a dress and will purchase concert shoes and a strand of pearls. Returning
members may use their current shoes/ pearls if they are in good condition and fit well.

Concert uniforms are to be stored carefully at home. Keep all uniform parts together and hung NEATLY in
the band-issued garment bag. Shoes and socks should be placed in the back zip pocket, not in the bottom of
the bag. (During marching band season, mens shoes should be stored in the shoebox.) Pants should be hung
first with creases aligned and the jacket on top. Shirts may be kept on a separate wire hanger or carefully hung
under tux jacket. Dresses should be completely zipped in order to remain secure on the hanger. Please DO
NOT place shoeboxes or other items in the garment bag. Prior to all concert band trips and occasional special
events, all garment bags will be checked for proper care of uniform and missing parts.

Unless prior instruction has been issued by the director, all students are required to arrive for each concert
performance dressed neatly in their entire uniform, ready to perform, including solid BLACK dress socks for
men and BLACK trouser socks for ladies. Hair should be neat in appearance. Ladies hair is to be secured
away from the face into a ponytail, single braid or bun. Only clear nail polish and stud earrings are allowed.
Tuxedo shirts should be laundered after each performance and dresses as needed.

After the final concert of the year uniforms will be returned, hung neatly in the garment bag and checked for
missing parts. Tuxedo shirts and shoes should be taken home with the student.
